| am very fortunate; | work at the Central Pennsylvania Institute for Science and
Technology (CPI) and have the opportunity to work with Ken Hassinger, instructor
of the HVAC program and Mike Homan, instructor of Collision Repair Technology.
Both instructors agreed to help me in refurbishing the appliance if | were to find
what | was looking for. With the help &feecycle@ Yahoo.coimnwas able to locate
a 1952 Hotpoint refrigerator (removed from a SCCLT house due to a complete
kitchen overhaul and listed on Freecycle) that still worked perfectly and keep one c
of the landfills. | also located a 1948 GE electric stove through a friend whese par
ents were remodeling their kitchen. .

Both of these appliances went through overhauls at CPI. Mr. HassingerOs class
refurbished both pieces and even did an energy assessment to see how much mol
energy these would use compared to the new energy efficient models. (You would
shocked to see how little difference there is!) After the overhaul in HVAC the pieces
traveled to Auto Collision where Mr. HomanOs class painted the refrigerator and
stove 50s pink with airplane paint. They turned out amazingly beautiful. | could not
be happier with the results. .

In this endeavor we kept 3 pieces out of the landfillsEthe stove, the refrigerator,
and my old stove that is going to go into my cousinOs house. Not only did we do th
Ogreen0O thing, | now have an amazingly cool O50s kitchen with some of the most

Did You Know??

Every gallon of gasoline (@6 pounds) you burn creates over 19 pounds of carbon dioxide...this equals
over a gallon of dry ice (solid carbon dioxide).

If you go through a tank of gas in your car every 2 weeks, your car emits its own weight in carbon dioxide
EVERY YEAR...there are currently 500 million cars on the road: you do the math.

As a nation the United States goes through the equivalent gasoline of the large gasoline tanker trucks
lined up end to end from the tip of Florida to Seattle, WA...this also only accounts for approximately 30% of
our energy use.

Every kilowatt hour of electricity that we use creates over a pound of carbon dioxide based on the na-
tional electricity mix of the United States.

By replacing just one 100 watt incandescent (normal) light bulb in your house with a 100 watt Buorescent
light bulb in State College, PA you will save well over 30 dollars worth of electricity and avoid emitting ap-
proximately 1000 pounds of carbon dioxide over the life of the Buorescent light bulb (approximately 4
years)."

As a nation we generate over 4 trillion kilowatt hours of electricity every year which accounted for 5.5 tril-
lion pounds of carbon dioxide emissions: equaling a cube of dry ice over two-thirds of a mile on a side.

By replacing our light bulbs with Buorescent light bulbs we can automatically cut our national energy use
by over 2%...this may not seem signibcant except that we would avoid emitting approximately 100 billion
pounds of carbon dioxide in the process.
